SCENARIOS

State Complaints:  

The State reported in its FFY 2009 APR, submitted in February 2011, that it received 36 signed State complaints from July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010. Of those 36 complaints, four were dismissed because they alleged systemic violations and two were withdrawn by the complainant. Of the remaining 30 complaints, SOA reported that all 30 had reports issued, six of which were within timeline and 24 were within extended timelines. 

Due Process Hearings:

State reported 20 due process complaints filed, 26 resolution meetings requested, and two settlement agreements reached through the resolution meetings. The State reported 16 hearings fully adjudicated, with 15 decisions within timeline and one within extended timeline. The State reported no due process complaints pending and one due process complaint withdrawn or dismissed. 

When reviewing the due process hearing files, you found documentation of extensions granted in four of the hearing files, as included below.

1. Extension granted at request of parent.

2. Extension granted at request of school district.

3. Extension granted.

4. Extension granted for 14 calendar days, until January 15, 2010, at the request of parent.
